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Australian farmers are well recognised as environmental stewards, owning, managing and caring for 61% of our
countries land mass.

The objective of this project is to identify and collect used oil from farms in WA.

While the ability to collect this oil has always been there, locating and identifying the amount has not, resultingin
many litres of oil being held or disposed of on farms, and that oil is a direct threat to the environment.

By establishing a simple recording method through local shire councils, it is hoped a large amount of this oil can be
recovered and treated properly.

IT IS ENVISAGED THAT MIOST OF THIS RECOVERY CAN BE DONE FREE OF CHARGE AND THE ROLE OF THE SHIRES
WOULD BE MINIMAL.

Nationals WA defend farmers against attacks by Greens and Labor

Nationals WA Member for the Agricultural Region Paul Brown MLC yesterday defended
West Australian farmers against allegations by Greens WA members that they were
irresponsibly managing their properties.

Mr Brown spoke against a motion moved by the Greens WA that would restrict WA farmers
from clearing parcels of land up to five hectares in size.

Mr Brown said the modern West Australian farming industry was populated by sophisticated,
tech-savvy managers that understood the legacy that they will leave for future generations.

“The opinion of the Greens during debate was that our farmers are poor stewards of the fand
and could not be trusted to contain their desire to clear-fell all remaining vegetation on their
properties,” Mr Brown said.

“‘Comments by Greens South Metropolitan member Hon Lyn McLaren in the debate that ‘this
will lead to unfettered clearing by farmers on their properties’ is offensive and an example of
her poor understanding of the modern agricultural industry.”

Mr Brown said support offered by Darren West MLC and Labor for Ms McLaren’s motion to
repeal changes (to regulation 5 of Clearing of Native Vegetation Regulations 2004) was
more evidence they have lost touch with the agricultural industry and regional WA.

“When Labor was in government, they partnered with the Greens to pass regulations that
restricted the ability of farmers to manage their properties, which they have invested heavily
in,” Mr Brown also stated.

Amendments made to land clearing regulations last December that allow farmers the
flexibility to cater for modern farming techniques and machinery were supported by The
Nationals WA in Parliament last year.

The amount of land clearing that farmers are now able to undertake each year has been
increased from a maximum of one hectare to five hectares.

The amendments have also increased the allowable time to maintain any land that has
previously been cleared from 10 years to 20 years.

Mr Brown said this was important in providing farmers the ability to clear land to construct
buildings, provide extra cleared land for fencing and increase the area for internal roadways

for machinery. :

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Preparation time: 15 to 30 minutes

Ingredients

1x 375 mL can light and creamy coconut flavoured evaporated milk
2 teaspoons cornflour

3 tablespoons red curry paste

2 tablespoons fish sauce

1 kg pumpkin, skin and seeds removed, chopped

1 onion, chopped

250 g potato, peeled and chopped

250 g sweet potato, peeled and chopped

500 mL vegetable stock

2 tablespoons fresh coriander leaves, chopped

Method

1. Set slow cooker to low. Combine evaporated milk and cornflour until smooth.
2. Add to slow cooker with all other ingredients except coriander.

3. Cook on low for 6~8 hours. Add coriander

4. Before serving use a potato masher to break up pumpkin until creamy.

I always add just enough vegetable stock to cover the ingredients in the slow cooker.
